Inland Empire .NET User’s Group Book Review Program

Win friends! Influence People! Become famous, well known and highly sought after! Increase your earning potential! Develop the body of a Greek God or Goddess! Have celebrities camp out on your lawn just for the chance to take a picture of you! Make untold riches!
 
How can I do this you ask? It’s easy! Keep reading.

As a way to say “Thank you” to our book publisher sponsors – O’Reilly, APress, Pearson, Wrox/Wiley and Murach, the Inland Empire .NET User’s Group has started the Book Review Program. To add excitement and additional acknowledgement to your life, just participate in the IEDOTNETUG Book Review Program.  Here’s how to do it:
 
1. Select a book from the book table to review, or review the book you won.
2. Post the review on at least two book selling websites.
3. Send an email to bookreview@iedotnetug.org so the publisher can be notified.
4. Each review will be worth one entry into a monthly drawing for a $25 gift card.
5. Keep the book and build your library.
 
Rules
1. Reviews must be submitted no later than 6:00 pm on the first Monday of the next month in order to be entered into the drawing. No “latesies”
2. There must be at least two people submitting reviews for a drawing to happen.
3. Reviewers must be registered members of the Inland Empire .NET User’s Group
4. Reviewers must submit their contact information to review books.
5. If there are more than 5 people submitting reviews, the prize doubles – i.e. a $50 gift card.
6. If the review is posted within 2 weeks, the reviewer will receive two entries into the drawing.
7. After submitting 5 reviews, each reviewer is eligible to request a *specific* book from any of our publishing sponsors. This repeats for every 5 books.

The Gotchas
1. If a reviewer does not submit a review within 30 days of taking a book, they will not be eligible for the Book Review Program for 6 months.
2. No more than 2 books per person can be reviewed during any given cycle.
3. No more than 5 books per user group meeting can be taken for review.
4. No more than 5 books per user group meeting will be available for raffle.
5. A book review must be cogent, explanatory and at least 150 words.
6. Negative reviews are accepted as long as the reason for the negative review is included.
7. Reviews will be um, reviewed by the IEDOTNETUG Book Review Program Administrator before being submitted to the publisher.
8. If the review is deemed to be unsatisfactory, the reviewer will be given the chance to revise their entry. If the entry is not revised before the next prize drawing, the reviewer will not be eligible for the Book Review Program for 6 months.
